BYU-Idaho Internship Program Overview
An academic internship is a valuable and integral component of a BYU-Idaho education.  In most cases, it is required for degree-seeking students.
· All internships must be directly related to a student’s major.

· The student should work under the direct supervision of a designated mentor from an on-site experience provider.

· An internship will typically last the length of a semester (14 weeks): 
Winter: January to April      



Spring/Summer: April to July      



Fall: September to December

· Students should work 40 hours per week.  If this is not practical, a minimum of 20 hours per week should be met.

· Students are typically paid an hourly wage or given a stipend – however the company/organization advertising the position may determine the compensation (salary, housing, travel allowances, etc.)

· Students may be required to fulfill academic criteria while performing their internship – such as reports and journals

· A student’s internship application must be approved by a Faculty Dept. Internship Coordinator and the University Internship Director.

· Students must complete a post-internship evaluation, which will be emailed to them 2 weeks prior to the finish date of the experience.  

· Experience Providers will be asked to complete a brief survey to evaluate the student and his/her performance.
